Experiencia relacionada a la construccién o la ingenieria es util, pero no es un sustituto para el entrenamiento y la
experiencia en la disciplina tnica de la inspeccidn de vivienda residencial. Si la inspeccidn es de una propiedad comercial,
igual debe de hacer esta pregunta.

4. {Usted ofrece servicios de reparaciones o mejoras en base de la inspeccion?

Algunas asociaciones de inspectores y regulaciones estatales permiten que el inspector realice trabajos de reparacion de
problemas descubiertos durante la inspeccidon. Otras asociaciones y regulaciones estrictamente prohiben este tipo de
servicio dado que puede ser calificado como un conflicto de interés.

5. éCuanto tiempo durara la inspeccion?

Tipicamente la inspeccidn de una casa familiar dura dos a tres horas. Cualquier inspeccién que dure menos probablemente
no es tiempo suficiente para realizar una inspeccion minuciosa. Inspectores adicionales pueden ser contratados para
propiedades grandes o para edificios.

6. ¢Cuanto me va a costar?

Los costos varian dramaticamente, dependiendo de la regidn, del tamaiio, de la edad de la casa, del alcance de los servicios y
de otros factores. Un rango tipico es entre $300-$500, pero tenga en cuenta el valor de la inspeccién en funcién de la
inversion que va a realizar. El costo no refleja necesariamente la calidad. HUD no regula los precios de la inspeccion.

7. ¢Qué tipo de reporte de inspeccidn se ofrece y cuanto tiempo se tarda en recibir el reporte?

Puede pedirle al inspector muestras de previas inspecciones que ha hecho. Asi puede determinar si se puede o no entender
el estilo de la presentacion del inspector y si los parametros de tiempo estan de acuerdo con sus necesidades. La mayoria de
los inspectores proporciona su reporte completo dentro de 24 horas de la inspeccion.

8. ¢Serad posible a asistir a la inspeccién?
La inspeccidn es una valiosa oportunidad educativa, y si el inspector le niega asistir a la inspeccién, debe de tener cuidado.
Nunca deje de pasar esta oportunidad de ver su futuro hogar a través de los ojos de un experto.

9. ¢Es usted miembro de una asociacion profesional de inspectores de vivienda?
Hay muchas asociaciones estatales y nacionales para los inspectores de vivienda. Solicite ver su identificacion de membresia
y realice cualquier diligencia que considere apropiada para comprobar esta membresia.

10. ¢Participa en programas de educacion continua para mantener su conocimiento al dia?El compromiso del inspector a
continuar su educacion es una buena medida de su profesionalidad y servicio al consumidor. Esto es especialmente
importante en casos en donde el hogar sea mucho mas antiguo o incluya elementos tnicos que requieren una formacion
adicional o actualizada.
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
